
.FAFN AND KFN COMMITMENTS

2. In consideration for fulfillment of the commitments set out in the provisions
and Chapters that form this Agreement, FAFN and KFN agree:

a) to provide DBC, its agents and assigns, continuing and
unobstructed access to and quiet enjoyment of the Project
site, including use of and unobstructed access to the winter
road from Moosonee to Attawapiskat, and the use of Indian
Reserve #67 and FAFN's and KFN's traditional lands for the
construction of a new hydro Transmission Line from Otter
Rapids to the Project site;

b) FAFN and KFN shall take such steps as are reasonable to
prevent any action undertaken on its own behalf or by any of
its band members that might frustrate, delay or stop the
lawful Construction, Operation or Closure of the Project;

c) FAFN and KFN recognize and respect the rights, licenses,
permits, approvals and authorizations that have been or
may be granted to DBC by the government of Canada or of

.Ontario, any boards or agencies thereof to explore, construct
and operate a mine and carry out any mining related
activities in the Project Area;

d) FAFN and KFN recognizes the mineral and surface tenures
and the rights, permits, approvals and authorizations that
comprise the Project;

e) DBC has adequately consulted with the FAFN and KFN
concerning the lawful operation of the Project including
without limitation, its potential socio-economic and
environmental effects and its impact on the aboriginal and
treaty rights of the FAFN and KFN;

f) That this Agreement provides opportunities to mitigate the
potential adverse impacts of the lawful operation of the
Project by DBC;
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
